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We welcome the opportunity to contribute to a discussion on the role of the CAP in delivering a sustainable and equitable food and agriculture system in Europe. The comments attached are not comprehensive but intended to contribute to a real discussion among organisations working to reform the CAP. 

Through food production and consumption and through its policies, the global influence of Europe is significant and often damaging. In Europe itself, the environmental and social consequences of the food system - both highly subsidised but also driven by corporate interests – are also considerable. As we move to an era of increasing pressures on land for producing fuels as well as food, it is imperative that Europe takes the lead in completely reformulating food related policy that is fit for purpose.

Therefore while recognising the scope of your document we have raised some additional issues with regard to impacts and mechanisms to achieve change which we believe have to be addressed as part of demands for a new agricultural policy. 
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
