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My compliments for your proposal for a new EU Common Agricultural Policy. I am agree with you a new policy is needed. 

Many plant species and habitats currently depend on specific agricultural management. This should be more strongly descipted in this document. Unfortunetely, I miss the relation between our international duties to halt the loss of biodiversity and the EU agricultural policy. In this case, I like to remind you on the publcation of the European Strategy for Plant Conservation 2008-2014 (Developted by Planta Europa Network and the Council of Europe). Especially charpter 2 Conserving Plant Diversity gives different European actions and support posibilities for a new EU Common Agricultural Policy (See target 6 of the Global Plant Conservation Strategy (Convention on Biological Diversity) = European Strategy for Plant Conservation, target 6.2 - 6.4).
 
In your introduction I also like to see you will clarify more strongly the need for a new EU Common Agricultural Policy based on the international treaties and conventions (EU directives, Council of Europe, CBD), resolutions, recommandations, strategies (such as European Strategy for Plant Conservation) etc in the field of nature conservation.
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
